Draft Board of Health Resolution on 4410:

Whereas: The Washington State Legislature’s bipartisan Joint Select Committee on Public Health Financing recently completed a year-long study of our public health system, and unanimously concluded:

· There are genuine gaps in Washington's public health system,
· The system has deteriorated due in part to uncertain funding that has not kept pace with inflation and population growth, and
· Significant new public health problems have emerged, requiring new public health efforts:
And Whereas: The Joint Select Committee developed a proposal that would target gaps in basic services by providing $50Million in additional public health funding in each year of the upcoming biennium, while establishing a dedicated account for public health revenue that would begin to provide a more stable base for public health in Washington State:
And Whereas: Accountability would come with the proposed funding, with specific performance measures and the obligation to report back to the legislature:

Therefore:
